Reflection by Michelle

OLD BUSINESS:

Anti-Trash Film.  Discussed showing the film between the services on Mother’s Day.   Also discussed liturgy for services that day in support of a stewardship, environmental and ecology theme.  May want to include promoting the film not only as a project of the Ecology Group, but also from the perspective of St. John’s working in collaboration with a high school/student.  Michelle moved that we hire Sarah Jones to create an ad campaign for us to promote the film.  Seconded and carried.

Scott was thinking out loud that maybe he’ll use that day’s service as an instructional service (e.g., explain what goes on during the Eucharist, use the BCP to show parishioners how Easter is determined each year, how everything ties in with care of creation, etc.).  
ACTION ITEMS:  

· Scott will look through prior services and Michelle will look through the Ecology archives for past bulletins to pull liturgy ideas from.

· Bob will ask Alberto (film director) if he can create a short promo version of the film which we can show during some services leading up to Mother’s Day as a teaser to come and see the entire film.  Maybe we can upload promo to St. John’s website.
· Need to coordinate with Ernest on showing the film between services on May 8th with the powerpoint/sound system and using the sanctuary between services to show the film (this will displace choir practice).
NEW BUSINESS:

Bishop’s Offer to Scott:  Bishop Marc has asked Scott if he will consider leading the Diocesan Commission on the Environment.   The Ecology Group in attendance had a lively discussion with Scott on this offer and what the opportunities and challenges were to accepting (or not) this position.  One thought was perhaps Scott could lead an effort to begin a listening process throughout the Diocese to gage the interest and hurdles of an environmental commission, as it seems some parishes have a strong environmental component with parish wide support, while other parishes do not even have this topic on their radar.  Once the interest level/need is determined, the next step could be chairing the Commission and leading it in the direction determined through the listening process.
CIPL St. Valentine’s Day Weekend Services.  The CIPL is promoting St. Valentine’s Day services centered on caring for the earth.  St. John’s participated in this program last year.  It was agreed that we would not participate this year, because we want to focus our efforts on making the film premier as successful as possible.
Ecology Group Goals for 2011.  It had been discussed at an earlier SJEG meeting that we would work on improving the lighting in the sanctuary this year.  Bob asked that we table that this year given the Appreciative Inquiry process and that budget priorities may head in a direction that will not support the lighting goal this year.  Rather than SJEG working on lighting, we could focus our energy on participating in (helping to lead?) the listening process as discussed above.  All agreed we could table the lighting issue until another year.
